He's also 
taken six radio singles to Number One: "A Woman Like You," "Hard to Love," "I Drive Your 
Truck," "I Don’t Dance," "Drinking Class" and "Rumor."  

Brice has 
performed on numerous TV shows, including NBC's Today, ABC's The Bachelor, NBC's The 
Voice and FOX's Miss USA 2018.
