The Kingdom Choir is composed of extraordinary singers from all over the southeast area of England. Over the years, the 

group has made many public broadcast appearances on premier religious radio and television broadcasts in the UK. The 

group has performed alongside artists such as the BBC Philharmonic, Elton John, Luther Vandross, the Spice Girls, Andraé 

Crouch and Fred Hammond among countless other high-profile musicians.
